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2511 Eutaw Place, Baltimore, MD

Program: Rehabilitate an existing ca. 1910's apartment
building near Druid Hill Park as modern condominiums.

Design: The new design accommodates 26 units within the
existing building envelope. Most of the units on the ground
through third floors are flats; to utilize the formerly abandoned
fourth level with its former servant quarters, bi-level units were
created in the rear of the third floor with the upper level as a
kind of “penthouse”. The existing divisions between units were
abandoned, with new divisions allowing all units to have
generous windows, open plans, modern kitchens, and private
laundries. By improving fire safety formerly abandoned ground
floor units could be modernized and increasing the unit count
slightly in spite of enlarged spaces. A common use rooftop deck
is provided for the residents. The project is located in a local
historic district.
