Project: Rehabilitation of 23 existing rowhouses and new 
construction of 8 units of rental housing.   
 
Responsibilities: ArchPlan assisted the City in the 
development of a small area masterplan and has 
completed schematic design for CDA application 
process, design development, construction documents, 
and construction administration.   
 
Approach and Design: Sharp-Leadenhall is a small, 
traditionally African-American neighborhood located to the 
west of Federal Hill.  The area still houses some light 
industry, but much of its housing stock is rundown.  The 
client, a joint venture between a local developer and the 
neighborhood association, was awarded development 
rights through a city-issued RFP.  Renovations of and 
additions to many existing houses provide improved 
accommodations for tenants, many of whom are currently 
neighborhood residents.  Three infill new construction 
rowhouses include three accessible dwelling units.  All 
dwellings include energy-efficient features such as high-
efficiency furnaces and air conditioning systems, Energy 
Star appliances, fixtures, and windows, and improved 
insulation, which will lower operating costs for both tenants 
and owner.  In the course of the project, In addition to 
exhibits for the neighborhood master plan ArchPlan also 
provided renderings for a proposed community center.
