Project : 
Develop Small Area Plans for the Queen Anne’s County communities of 
Chester and Stevensville. Both areas, located immediately east of the Bay 
Bridge, are experiencing exponential growth due to their proximity to the 
Washington DC and Baltimore metropolitan areas.  
 
Responsibilities : 
ArchPlan worked as a consultant to Redman Johnston Associates. The 
work program included review of the County masterplan, coordination with 
a Citizen Advisory Committee (CAC), presentations and coordination with 
the Planning Department. ArchPlan was responsible for urban design and 
architectural issues. 
 
Approach and Design : 
The Redman Johnston Associates/ ArchPlan team developed alternative 
development scenarios and established consensus on community goals and 
plan principles as well as on the identified issues resulting form the analysis. 
Proposed measures were aligned with the goals and objectives and based on 
accepted precedents.The work was largely framed by the CAC which 
ultimately could not reach consensus on the acceptable amount of growth.
